Brain Boost with Beach Ball

e Have students stand up with enough room to move around

e Holding the beach ball, be the first to start; shout out short exercise...

e Toss ball to a student and have them toss it back to you; shout out another short
exercise; toss the ball to another student and have them toss it back; and so on...

Example Exercises:

¥ Hop on one foot (10 times)

¥ Hop on the other foot (10 times)
¥ Jump-Squat-Jump (10 times)

¥ Do Jumping Jacks (10 times)

¥ Touch your toes (10 times)

Tips for Goal Setting:

Be a role model for your student. When they see you trying to set these goals, they will want to, also. We
recognize there are things out of our control like rising food prices and access to fresh produce. When
trying to achieve these goals around health, show yourself kindness and compassion. Try to focus on one
goal at a time. Use the supporting handout to keep track of your progress.
